About a year ago, the Planning Commission recommended approval of the Lynden Municipal 
Airport Master Plan.  Based on that plan and changes to building and zoning codes, it was 
necessary to update the overlay zone that permits the residential hangars and operation of the 
airport. 

On November 12, 2009, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on Zoning Text 
Amendment #09-01, Lynden Municipal Airport Overlay Zone.  The Commission recommended 
approval of the amendment through Resolution #09-05.  The only question that arose during the 
Planning Commission’s hearing was the lot coverage for the industrial uses within the IBZ.  Mr. 
Weeks did approach the industrial land owner prior to the City’ Council’s hearing and learned 
that the proposed lot coverage meets the future needs of that land owner. 

The Planning Department and Technical Review Committee would specifically like to thank Mr. 
Bob Weeks and Mr. Bill Stoelt for their hard work on this project.  These gentlemen took the time 
to carefully review the original text for changes to make it compliant with the Airport Master Plan 
and worked closely with staff to ensure there was not a change in overall policy as a result of the 
amendments.

On May 4th, 2009 City Council tentatively approved Resolution No. 798 for Storm Water Utility Rates, and tabled 
final approval until the utility billing software upgrade was complete. Staff is now able to implement the rates, and 
at their December 9th, meeting, the Public Works Committee concurred to recommend approval of the resolution to 
the full City Council with an effective date of January 1st, 2009. 
 
Additionally, staff has been working with KOA Kampground (Martin Family) 8717 Line Road, as they have not 
paid their storm water utility bill for quite a long time due to issues relating to the operation and maintenance of the 
Greenfield Village weir. The weir has been restored to the original design and is now being properly maintained. 
The Public Works Committee has concurred to recommend to City Council that if KOA is willing to agree to pay 
the new rate for the storm water utility charges beginning in 2010, which recognizes some detention and water 
quality, the City will waive all but the last 6 months (July-December 2009) of their past due utility bill. 
 
Additionally, staff has been working with West Lynden Business Park owner Dick Vandenberg. He has been paying 
the current rate for storm since his development was built in September 2008. However, because he has on-site 
retention and the new rates would be less than the old rates, he has requested a credit for the difference. Upon 
review, the Public Works Committee concurred to recommend to City Council that Dick Vandenberg be reimbursed 
the difference in the existing vs. the new rates from September 2008 – December 2009; approximately $750-$850. 
Moving forward he will be billed the new rate implemented in January.  Note: This issue was introduced at the April 
20th, 2009 City Council Public Hearing for the proposed rate changes.
